* Talk About Character - The Prophet ¢ always treated his everyone
with kindness and justice. Whatever clothes he wore or food he ate,
he would share. He was generous, beneficial, compassionate,
forgiving, brave and mild-mannered.

* Map It Out! - Get a map and talk to your children about the places
that the Prophet & travelled to and the events surrounding each
area. Camp out with your family in similar terrains and narrate
stories about the life of the Prophet & over the campfire.
