2. Eat/drink before coming to the Masjid, dates or water 

3. Read Takbir from the moment you leave your home until the 
Imam comes out for the prayer in the Masjid 

4. Recommended that you should perform Ghusl, dress up in 
your best clothes, wear something new, and use 
perfume/ittar 

5. Do not neglect the night that precedes Eid. Although, there is 
no Tarawih, it is still strongly recommended to fill it with dhikr 
and night prayers and charity – Night of Ajar & Payment
