• 2. Qiyaam - ”He who observed prayer at night during 
Ramadan, out of sincere faith and seeking his reward from 
Allah, his previous sins would be forgiven. (Muslim) 
 

• 3. Qur’an – “The month of Ramadan in which was sent 
down the Qur’an – the guidance for mankind, the direction 
and the clear criteria” 2:185 - "The fast and the Qur'an are 
two intercessors for the servant of Allah on the Day of 
Resurrection.  
 

• 4. Dhikr - So remember Me; I will remember you. And be 
grateful to Me and do not deny Me. 2;152 



 

• 5. Du’a – “And when My servants ask you, concerning Me - indeed I 
am near. I respond to the invocation of the supplicant when he calls 
upon Me. So let them respond to Me, and believe in Me that they 
may be guided.” 2;186 
 

• 6. Sadaqah - Those who spend their wealth [in Allah 's way] by night 
and by day, secretly and publicly - they will have their reward with 
their Lord. And no fear will there be concerning them, nor will they 
grieve. 2;274 
 

• 7. Reconnection Ties of Kinship - “No one who severs the ties of 
kinship will enter Paradise.”(Muslim) 
 

• 8. Lowering The Gaze - ‘Fasting is a shield from the punishment of 
Allah.’ (Bayhaqi) 
 

• 9. Controlling The Tongue - Whoever does not give up arguing, 
fighting and evil deeds, then Allah is not in need of his (fasting).” 
(Bukhari) 
 

• 10. I’tikaf – “Under the shade of Allah whose heart was attached to 
the Masjid (Muslim) 
 

• 11. Seeking The Night of Qadr – Better than a thousand months.
