“If the son of Adam had a valley full of gold, he would want to have 
two valleys.

• It’s therefore not surprising you hear siblings fighting over inheritance, 
& matters reach accusations, fights, breaking of ties & even the courts. 

• Materialism cause us to lose our sense of mercy, compassion and 
Ihsaan. The opposite of what Islam calls for.

wealth or richness is the contentment of the heart, and poverty is the one 
who has greed in his heart.” (Ibn Hibban)
