Fear: Human emotion — natural to feel and fear; however the Prophets’
FAITH was STRONGER than their Fear

Your Strength of FAITH must outweigh your fear in order to overcome
obstacles in life. Otherwise FEAR will consume, incapacitate and destroy
you.

Fear is almost always not real: In our minds, self created, fulfilling
prophecies



* Fearis a tool that Shaytan uses: He uses it to influence us and limit our
ability

* Fearis an emotion that successful people overcome: Fear of
repercussions doesn’t influence their decision making

* Fear prevents you from doing the right thing:
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“So none accepted faith in Musa, except a few descendants of his people,
fearing Firaun and his court members” (10:83)

* Fear is something that Allah 3 removes from hearts who have true
faith and actions:
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“Indeed those who said, “Allah is our Lord”, and then remained steadfast
— upon them is neither any fear nor shall they grieve.” (46:13)
