
We have calendars, reminders, notes, letters, schedules, everything to 
remind us of the appointments we must attend. Some we attend, delay, 
or cancel. But what about the most important meeting of our existence? 

And they will be presented before your Lord in rows, [and He will say], 
You have certainly come to Us just as We created you the first time. But 
you claimed that We would never make for you an appointment.(18:48) 

THE APPOINTMENT IS MADE – imagine the day, the meeting, the 
pressure, the expectation, the process, the vetting, the success or failure 

And your Lord comes with the angels in rows. (89:22) 

1. People with bright faces, due to their happiness, before their Lord 

2. People with darkened faces, due to their bad deeds & failures  

[Some] faces, that Day, will be radiant, looking at their Lord.  And [some] 
faces, that Day, will be contorted, expecting that there will be done to 

them [something] backbreaking. (75:22-25) 

Start thinking about yourself standing there…If you get your book in your 
right hand, or if you receive your book in your left hand. 

Apart from your book of deeds there will be more witnesses & evideces  



1. ADD GOOD THINGS TO THE BOOK OF YOUR DEEDS - And the record [of 
deeds] will be placed [open], and you will see the criminals fearful of that 
within it, and they will say, “Oh, woe to us! What is this book that leaves 
nothing small or great except that it has enumerated it?” And they will 
find what they did present [before them]. And your Lord does injustice to 
no one. (18:49) 

The first thing the people will be accountable for on the Day of Judgment 
is prayer, Allah will say to His angels : ‘Look at my servants prayers. Were 

they complete or not?’ If they were complete it will be written as 
complete. If they were not fully complete Allah will say: ‘See if my servant 

has voluntary prayers, if he has them Allah will say: Complete his 
obligatory prayers shortage with his voluntary prayers.’ Then the rest of 

his deeds will be dealt with in the same manner. (Ahmad) 

2. USE THOSE LIMBS WISELY - This Day, We shall seal up their mouths, 
and their hands will speak to Us, and their legs will bear witness to what 
they used to earn. (36:65) 

3. REMEMBER THAT ANGELS ARE LISTENING - Man does not utter any 
word except that with him is an observer prepared [to record]. (50:17) 

 



4. DEAL JUSTLY WITH OTHERS - Whoever wronged his brother with regard 
to his honour or any other matter, should seek his forgiveness today, 
before there are no longer any dinars, or dirhams; and if he has any 
righteous deeds, they will be taken from him, in accordance with the 
wrong he did; and if he has no hasanaat, some of the sayi`aat of his 
counterpart will be taken and added to his burden. (Bukhari) 

5. THE QUR’AN & PROPHET AS SUPPORTING CHARACTER WITNESSES  

And the Qur’an is a proof for you or against you (Muslim) and So how 
[will it be] when We bring from every nation a witness and we bring you, 
[O Muhammad] against these [people] as a witness? (4:41) 

6. LET THE EARTH TESTIFY FOR YOU BY YOUR SUJOOD 

That Day it (the Earth) will declare its information (about all what 
happened over it of good or evil) (99:4) 

“There is none of you but Allah Almighty will speak to him. There is no 
translator between him and Allah Almighty.”  

“Whoever loves to meet Allah, Allah loves to meet him, and whoever 
hates to meet Allah, Allah hates to meet him.” (Bukhari)
