Same wavelength, aspirations, aims and 
direction in life. Have commonality, but not a photocopy of yourself. You 
need to have some differences in your personalities to balance each 
other, otherwise life will be very boring.

Wealth, status, beauty and family background are important, however 
religion trumps wealth, beauty and status. All these things fade, what 
lasts is your character and religion.
